The Key Facts of Key Holding
Legislation passed last year, made it a legal requirement for companies providing key holding services to have a licence from the SIA (Security Industry Authority).
Companies and individuals, who look after keys, must apply for a license from the Security Industry Authority as well as undergoing identity and criminal record checks. Those people that choose not to obtain a license may face a fine of up to £5000 or six months imprisonment or both!
Key holding licenses are not required for Estate Agents, neighbours, key holders employed in-house, wardens, employees of sheltered home accommodation and of course friends.

Professional key holding companies provide a very useful service to both homeowners and businesses. If you leave your property empty for short or long periods of time, have an alarmed property or if you have a second/holiday home, then a key holding service could be of interest.

Devon & Cornwall Constabulary can record all of your key holder’s details so that a responsible person can be called if there is an incident at your property. You should renew these details every two years and you can find all the information about registration on their website.
